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Our Korean program is suitable for Koreans who do not
have the language qualification to undertake these
studies in English and for other Koreans who could obtain
this qualification but prefer to study in their first
language. The program is approved for both local and

overseas students.
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The SCD Korean program is endorsed by Korean church leaders in Australia.
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The SCD Korean Program
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The SCD Korean program serves the Korean community in Australia and encourages mutually beneficial

interrelationship with Koreans in Korea.
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At this time the SCD Korean program offers the accredited BTh (Korean Medium), which is the Korean
version of our English BTh. The BTh (Korean Medium) takes 3 years full-time or the part-time equivalent
and requires completion of 24 course units, which students may choose from a range of units in Biblical
Studies, Theology, Pastoral Theology and Practice, Philosophy, Christian Ethics, Liturgy and Missiology.
[Link to Korean Medium Course Units] Students will be advised to choose units that lead either to two
majors and one sub-major or to one major and two sub-majors. This degree provides a sound basis for
further studies, in Australia or Korea, leading to Masters degrees in theology and related subjects, and

ultimately to Doctoral degrees.



The BTh (Korean Medium) re-opened in October 2010, when it received fresh government approval

after significant improvements to the arrangements for its delivery.
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The SCD is currently developing Korean Masters degrees and hopes to be able to offer the MDiv (Korean
Medium) by 2012, together with the MA and MTh in Korean. In addition, the SCD will seek government
approval to offer Korean versions of its Diploma of Christian Studies (equivalent to the first year of the
BTh) and its Associate Degree of Christian Thought and Practice (equivalent to the second year of the

BTh). These two awards will offer flexibility for those who may not be able to study for the full BTh.
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The conduct of the SCD Korean program is entirely integrated into the overall academic program of the

SCD and meets the same high standards as the English program.
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The Teachers
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The SCD Korean program is delivered by the SCD with the assistance of expert Korean staff highly
respected by the Korean community. Special arrangements are also made for Visiting Professors from
Korean universities to give some classes. The program is led by the Dean of Studies (Korean Program), Dr
Ho Nam Kim, BA, MDiv, PhD, who from 2009 to the
present has been the Moderator General of the Korean
Presbyterian Church in Oceania. Dr Kim is ably assisted
by qualified specialist teachers from an ecumenical
range of Christian backgrounds, and carries out his work
for the SCD in consultation with the Dean of the SCD,
Prof. Diane Speed, MA Hons, MTh Hons, PhD.
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The Location

Classes are held in north-western Sydney, in the leafy suburb of Epping. The location in a pleasant
modern building is convenient for Korean people who may live either in adjacent suburbs or in the
western suburbs of Sydney, just two minutes’ walk from Epping railway station and the local shopping
centre. Classes are offered in normal semesters and intensives. The building houses a growing Korean

library.
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The SCD as a Whole
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The SCD is an approved Higher Education Provider, an ecumenical consortium of private Christian
colleges called Member Institutions, which are associated with various mainline Christian churches and
traditions. The SCD is a not-for-profit organization, a kind of co-operative. The individual Member
Institutions deliver accredited undergraduate and postgraduate coursework awards in English, choosing
their programs from the single shared SCD curriculum. The SCD as a whole, through its executive in the

Office of the SCD Dean, delivers the Korean program and also five Research degrees.
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The SCD was established in 1983 and the BTh was its first accredited degree. Other undergraduate and
postgraduate awards have also been accredited over the years, and in 2009 its overall academic
program received a number of commendations from the Australian Universities Quality Agency. The SCD
Dean is a member of the Council of Deans of Theology and the SCD is recognized as a leader in
theological Higher Education across Australia and New Zealand.
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The SCD benefits from Visiting Professors from Korean universities and Australia-Korea student

exchange programs are currently under development.
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SCD campuses are located in NSW, Queensland, and Western Australia, and also in New Zealand, but at

this time the Korean program is available only in Sydney (Epping).
